Six oral questions as set out on the Agenda (i.e. Questions 1 to 6) were put 
by Members and oral replies were given by the public officers.

Resumption of Second Reading debate, Committee stage and Third Reading 
 
－ Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Bill : The Secretary for Justice 
 
The debate on the Second Reading of the above Bill, which was moved on 
26 March 2014, resumed.  After Members and the public officer had respectively 
spoken, the President’s Deputy put the question on the Second Reading of the Bill, and 
the question was agreed to.  The Bill was read the second time and committed to 
a committee of the whole Council. 
 
The Council went into committee and considered the Bill.  The question that clauses 1, 
2, 4 to 7 and 9 to 16 stand part of the Bill was proposed, put and agreed to.   
 
The question that clauses 3 and 8 stand part of the Bill was proposed.  
The public officer moved amendments to clauses 3 and 8 and spoke on the 
amendments.  The question on the amendments was put and agreed to.  The question 
that clauses 3 and 8 as amended stand part of the Bill was proposed, put and agreed to. 
 
The Council then resumed.  The public officer reported that the Bill had passed 
through the Committee stage with amendments.  The Bill was ordered to be set down 
for Third Reading under Rule 59 of the Rules of Procedure.  The question on the 
Third Reading of the Bill was proposed, put and agreed to (details of division 
in Appendix 1).  The Bill was read the third time and passed. 
 
 
－ Statute Law (Miscellaneous Provisions)

The debate on the Second Reading of the above Bill, which was moved on 
30 April 2014, resumed.  After Members and the public officer had respectively 
spoken, the President’s Deputy put the question on the Second Reading of the Bill, and 
the question was agreed to (details of division in Appendix 2).  The Bill was read 
the second time and committed to a committee of the whole Council. 
 
The Council went into committee and considered the Bill.  The question that clauses 2 
to 13, 15 to 42, 44 to 47, 49, 50, 53, 55, 56, 58 to 62, 65, 66, 67, 69 to 145 and 147 to 
173 stand part of the Bill was proposed, put and agreed to (details of division 
in Appendix 3).   
 
Hon Ronny TONG moved a motion without notice to shorten the duration of 
the division bell for further divisions in respect of the clauses of or amendments to 
the Bill.  The question was proposed, put and agreed to. 
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The question that clauses 1, 14, 43, 48, 51, 52, 54, Part 10, clauses 63, 64, 68 and 
Division 53 of Part 14 stand part of the Bill was proposed.  The public officer moved 
amendments to clauses 1, 14, 43, 48, 51, 52, 54, 63, 64, 68 and Division 53 of Part 14, 
and the deletion of Part 10 and spoke on the amendments.  The question on the 
amendments was put and agreed to.  The Chairman’s Deputy stated that as the 
amendment to delete Part 10 had been passed, Part 10 was deleted from the Bill.  The 
question that clauses 1, 14, 43, 48, 51, 52, 54, 63, 64, 68 and Division 53 of Part 14 
as amended stand part of the Bill was proposed, put and agreed to (details of 
division in Appendix 4). 
 
The new Division headings before new clauses 66A, 135A and 135B, and new clauses 
66A, 135A and 135B were read the first time.  The public officer moved the 
Second Reading of the new Division headings before new clauses 66A, 135A and 
135B, and new clauses 66A, 135A and 135B and spoke on the new Division headings 
and new clauses.
