INTRODUCTION

At the meeting of the Executive Council on 4 January 2005, the
Council ADVISED and the Chief Executive ORDERED that

(@ under section 35 of the Prevention of Bribery Ordinance, the
Prevention of Bribery Ordinance (Amendment of Schedule 1)
(Hong Kong Sports Institute Limited) Order at Annex A; and

(b) under section 24 of the Ombudsman Ordinance, the Ombudsman
Ordinance (Amendment of Schedule 1) (Hong Kong Sports

Institute Limited) Order at Annex B,

should be made.



JUSTIFICATIONS

2. The Hong Kong Sports Development Board (Repeal) Bill was
passed by the Legidative Council at its meeting on 9 June 2004. The Hong
Kong Sports Development Board (Repeal) Ordinance was gazetted on 18 June
2004. We have brought the Ordinance into operation on 1 October 2004,
meaning that the Hong Kong Sports Development Board (HKSDB) has been
officially dissolved on the same day.

3. Section 17 of the HKSDB (Repeal) Ordinance made a
consequential amendment to Schedule 1 to the Prevention of Bribery Ordinance
(Cap 201), by repeding “Hong Kong Sports Development Board”. The
HKSDB ceased to be a public body within the ambit of the Prevention of
Bribery Ordinance and the Ombudsman Ordinance.

4, Section 18 of the Hong Kong Sports Development Board (Repeal)
Ordinance made a consequential amendment to Part | of Schedule 1 to the
Ombudsman Ordinance (Cap 397), by repeaing “Hong Kong Sports
Development Board”. The HKSDB ceased to be an organization whose action
might be investigated by the Ombudsman.

5. Since the Hong Kong Sports Institute Limited has taken over the
responsibilities of the HKSDB upon the latter’s dissolution, it is appropriate to
add “Hong Kong Sports Institute Limited” to Schedule 1 of the Prevention of
Bribery Ordinance and Part | of Schedule 1 to the Ombudsman Ordinance so
that the new organization will, similar to the now dissolved HKSDB, be put
respectively under the jurisdiction of the Prevention of Bribery Ordinance as a
public body and the Ombudsman Ordinance. A copy of the Hong Kong Sports
Institute Limited’'s Articles & Memorandum of Association is enclosed at
Annex C for Members' reference.



THE PREVENTION OF BRIBERY ORDINANCE (AMENDMENT OF
SCHEDULE 1) (HONG KONG SPORTSINSTITUTE LIMITED) ORDER

6. The Prevention of Bribery Ordinance prescribes a number of
offences involving public bodies. Public bodies include, inter alia, any body
specified in Schedule 1 to the Ordinance. Section 35 of the Ordinance
empowers the Chief Executive in Council to amend Schedule 1 by order
published in the Gazette.

THE OMBUDSMAN ORDINANCE (AMENDMENT OF SCHEDULE 1)
(HONG KONG SPORTSINSTITUTE LIMITED) ORDER

7. The Ombudsman Ordinance empowers the Ombudsman to
investigate any actions taken by or on behalf of an organization specified in Part
| of the Schedule 1 to the Ordinance in the exercise of its administrative
functions. Section 24 of the Ordinance provides that the Chief Executive in
Council may, by order published in the Gazette, amend Schedule 1 thereto.

THE ORDERS

8. The Orders will come into operation upon their gazettal. Section
1 of the Prevention of Bribery Ordinance and the Ombudsman Ordinance Order
amends Schedule 1 to the Prevention of Bribery Ordinance by adding the “Hong
Kong Sports Institute Limited”. Section 1 of the Ombudsman Ordinance
(Amendment of Schedule 1)(Hong Kong Sports Institute Limited) Order
amends Part | of the Schedule 1 to the Ombudsman Ordinance by adding the
“Hong Kong Sports Institute Limited”.



IMPLICATIONS OF THE PROPOSAL

9. The proposal has no financial and civil service implications. The
proposal is in conformity with the Basic Law, including the provisions
concerning human rights. It has no productivity, environmental, economic or
sustainability implications. The proposal does not affect the binding effect of
the Prevention of Bribery Ordinance and the Ombudsman Ordinance.,

PUBLIC CONSULTATION

10. We have consulted the Hong Kong Sports Institute Limited. It
supports the proposal.

PUBLICITY

11. The Orders will be published in the Gazette on 14 January 2005

and tabled at the Legislative Council for negative vetting on 19 January 2005.
A spokesman will be available to answer media enquiries.

(&) of remuneration or other benefit in money or money’s worth to a
body corporate in which a member of the Institute or of its Board is
interested solely by virtue of being a member of that body corporate
by holding not more than one-tenth part of its capital or controlling
not more than a one-tenth part of its votes.

These Articles shall be construed with reference to the provisions of the Ordinance
and terms used in these Articles shall be taken as having the same respective
meanings as they have when used in the Ordinance.

Expressions in writing shall, unless the contrary intention appears, be construed as
including references to printing, lithography, photography, and other modes of
representing or reproducing words in a visible form.

Purpose

2 The Institute is established for the purposes and objects expressed in the

Memorandum of Association.

Membership

3. (1) (i) For the purposes of registration with the Companies Registry, the number
of Members shall not be more than twenty (20). With approval from the
Secretary for Home Affairs, the Board may from time to time register an

increase of number of Members.

(ii) The subscribers to the Memcrandum of Association of the Institute will

automatically become the first Members of the Institute.

(2) (i) Subject to Article 3(3), all members shall be voting members and ﬁhall

be nominated by the Secretary for Home Affairs for appointment by the

Board and shall hold membership for not more than 2 years and shall

thereafter be eligible for reappointment to the Institute for further
periods. No members shall be appointed or reappointed without

recommendation from the Secretary for Home Affairs.

(i) Any member of the Institute may, on giving not less than one mornth’s
notice in writing to the Secretary for Home Affairs and the Board, resign
from the Institute. '

(iif) If the Secretary for Home Affairs advises and agrees, the Board shall

termirate the appointment to the Institute any member during the
membership of such member:-




(2) on being requested in writing so to do by a majority of thres-quarters
of the members present at any meeting resolving such course;

(b) in the case of incapacity of such member;

(c) in the case of absence from Hong Kong for more than 12 months of
such member.

(3) Members may be either an individual natural person or an organization. An
Organization Member shall be represented by an individual who will perform
its membership functions:

Patron and Honorary Membership,

The Secretary for Home Affairs shall have power to invite on bekalf of the Board a
person of distinction to serve as a Patron of the Institute. The Board shall make
such appointment upon advice of the Secretary for Home Affairs. A person as a
Patron shall not be a voting member of the Institute and shall have no voting rights.

The Secretary for Home Affairs may recommend distinguished persons to be
Honorary Members of the Institute provided that there shall not be at any time more

-than twenty Honorary Members.- The Board shall make such appointment of

Honorary Members upon advice of the Secretary for Home Affairs. An Honorary
Member is not a voting member and shall have no voting rights. The Board of
Directors may also make recommendations and seek the advice of the Secretary for
Home Affairs, through the annual general meeting, on the persons they consider fit
for appointment as Honorary Members. ‘

The notice containing the names of the Patron and Honcrary Members appointed
by the Board on the advice and recommendation of the Secretary for Home Affairs

~ shall be posted in a conspicuous place in the Institute. No person shall be

appointed as Patron and Honorary Members without recommendation cf the
Secretary for Home Affairs.

- Rights of Members

The rights and privileges of a Member shall be personal to himself or to the
organization as the case may be; they shall not be transferable by his or its own act
and shall cease upon his death or its dissolution as the case may be or upon his or
its ceasing from any cause to be a Member under the provisicon of these Articles.

Any perscn who shall for any cause cease to be a Member shall nevertheless remain
liable for and shall pay to the Institute all moneys which, at the time of his ceasing
to be 2 Member, may be owed by him to the Institute.

Members shall, as scon as practicable, communicate any change of address to the
Institute.

“Without prejudice to the application of Articles 12, 13 and 14 below, every Member

on joining the Institute impliedly undertakes to comply with these Articles, and any
refusal or neglect to do $o, or any performance of conduct unworthy of 2 Member,
shall render a Member liable to termination by a resoluticn passed at a general
mesting under Article 3(2)(ii)(a) provided that at least three weeks before such
meeting he or she shall have had written notice of the meeting and of the
allegations made against kim or her and of the intended resolution, and that be or
she shall at such meeting and before the passing of such resolution have had an
oppartunity of giving crally or in writing any explanation or defence he or she may
think fit. A Member terminated under this rule shall forfeit all his membership

rights.

Cessation of Membership

The Board shall have the power to terminate the appointment of any members and
to re-appoint any new mermbers in substitution thereof.

Provided that so long as the
Institute holds its first annual general meeting within 18 months of 1its
incorporation, it needs not hold it in the year of its incorporation or in the following
year. The annual general meeting shall be held at such time and place as the

All general meetings other than the annual general meetings shall be calied
extraordinary genera! meetings.

The Chairman of the Board may, whenever it thinks fit, convene an extraordinary
general mesting.

An annual general mesting and a meeting called for the passing of a special
resolution shall be called by 21 days’ notice in writing at the least, and a meeting of
the Institute other than an annual general meeting or a meeting for the passing of a
special resolution shall be called by 14 days’ notice in writing at the least. The
notice shall be exclusive of the day on which it is served or deemed tc be served
and of the day for which it is given, and shall specify the place, the day and the
hour of meeting and, in the case of special business, the general nature of that
business, and such information shall be given in the manner hereinafter mentioned
or in such other manzer as may be prescribed by the Institute in general meeting to
such persons as are under these Articles entitled to receive such nctices from the
Institute. Provided that a meeting of the Institute shall, notwithstanding that it 1s
called by a shorter notice than that specified in this Article, be deemed to have been
duly called if it is so agreed :-

(a) in the case of a meeting called as the annual general meeting, by all the
Members entitled to attend and vote at the meeting; and

(b) in the case of any other meeti}zg, by a majority in the number of Members
having a right to attend and vote at the meeting, being 2 majority together
representing not less than ninety five percent of the total voting rights of
all the Members entitled to attend and vote at that meeting.

The accidental omission to give notice of a meeting to, or the non-receipt of notice
of a meeting by, any Member entitled thereto shall not invalidate the proceedings at
any meeting.

All business that is transacted at both extraordinary general meeting and annual
general meeting shall be deemed special save and except the business for
considering the accounts, balance sheets, and the reports of the Board and auditors
and the appointment of auditors and fixing of their remuneration at annual general
meeting. '

Subject to Article 25, no business shall be transacted at any general meeting unless
a guorum of Members who are entitled to vote thereat is present at the time when
the meeting proceeds to business, and such quorum shall consist of at least two In
number or one-third of the total number of Members for the time being, whichever
is the greater, of the Members present in person.

If within half an hour fom the time appointed for the meeting a quorum is not
present, the meeting, if convened upon the requisition of members, skall be

At any general meeting, a resolution put to the vote at the meeting shall be decided
on a show of hands and a declaration by the chairman that a resolution has been
carried (unanimously or by a particular majority) or lost, and followed by an entry
to that effect in the book containing the minutes of the proceedings of the Institute
shall be conciusive evidence of the fact without proof of the number or proportion
of the votes recorded in favour of or against that resolution.

In the case of an equality of votes the chairman shall be entitled to a second or
casting vote.

Every Member with voting rights shall have one vote.

(2) Any committee so appointed shall, in the exercise of the powers so delegated,
conform to any regulations that may be imposed on it by the Board.

(3) Any committee so appointed shall have at least one Director.

All acts done by the Board or by a committee appointed as aforesaid or by any

The Board shall cause proper books of account to be kept with respect to all sums
of money received and expended by the Institute covering all the incomes and
expenditures, assets and liabilities and all sales and purchases of goods by the
[nstitute. Proper books shall not be deemed to be kept if such books of account are
not kept in the required way as are able to give a true and fair view of the Institute’s
affairs or its transactions conducted.

The books of account shall be kept at the registered office of the Institute, or,
subject to the Ordinance, at such other place or places as the Board thinks fit, and
shall always be open to the inspection of the Directors and the Secretary for Home
Affairs.

The Board shall from time to time determine whether and to what extent and at
what times and places and under what conditions or regulations the accounts and
boaoks of the Institute or any of them shall be open to the inspection of Members
not being Directors and no Member (not being a Director) shall have the right of
mspecting any account or book or document of the Institute except as conferred by
law or by the Institute in general meeting or otherwise authorized by the Board.
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The Beard shall from time to time in accordance with the provisioms of the
Ordinance cause to be prepared and tc be laid befors the Institute in general
meeting such income and expenditure accounts, balance shests and reports as are
referred to in the Ordinance.

The seal shall be kept at the registered office or at
such other place as the Board shall from time to time determine, and all
documents requiring the seal to be affixed thereto shall be signed by the
Chairman and countersigned by ome of the 2 Vice Chairmen or by the
Secretary or such other Director as may from time to time designated by the
Board.

(2) The Institute may exercise all the powers conferred by Section 35 of the
Ordinance and suck powers shall be in the hands of the Board.

Notices

Advisory Committees

Pre-incorporation contracts and expenses

68.  The Institute shall ratify all contracts and reimburse all expenses made by the
promoters of the Institute before incorporation that are solely and necessarily
required to be made for the purpeses and objects, the Incorporation, and the
efficient management of the Institute. '

Miscellaneous
