The independence of the criminal prosecution decision-making
process is a core principle of the rule of law. According to
Article 63 of the Basic Law, “The Department of Justice of the
Hong Kong Special Administrative Region shall control criminal
prosecutions, free from any interference.”  Against this
constitutional  background, the Securities and Futures
Commission (the “Commission”) is rather unique in being
charged with the duty to make prosecutorial decisions and to
initiate prosecution “in its own name” under section 388 of the
Securities and Futures Ordinance (the “Ordinance”) for an
offence under any of the relevant provisions in the Ordinance
before a magistrate as an offence which is triable summarily.
The Commission is also empowered, under sections 252 and
252A of the Ordinance, to “institute proceedings” in the Market
Misconduct Tribunal upon obtaining the consent of the Secretary
for Justice. In this connection, will the Administration inform
